I pour out a whole ocean of
graces upon those who
approach the fountain of My
mercy. The soul that will go to
Confession, and receive Holy
Communion [on that day] shall
obtain complete forgiveness of
sins and punishment (#699).
This exceptional grace—which
can only be received personally
through the worthy reception of

Holy Communion — equals the grace received at
Baptism, so that its effect is greater than a plenary
indulgence. ALSO: On that day all the divine
floodgates through which graces flow are opened
(#699), which means that even unimaginable benefits are
poured out, temporal, material and physical as well as
spiritual ones, besides saving grace, for individuals,
families, friends, fellow parishioners,
communities — the world and anyone God places in our
path for whom to intercede. Jesus
makes such lavish promises through this message
and devotions because of their ability to stir up in us the
TRUST which He needs for His grace to
accomplish its purpose. They are also meant to
remind and motivate us to be merciful toward one
another — the matter of the Last Judgment.

Blessed are they who have not seen, yet believe.
What will it take for me to respond to God’s call
to the priesthood, diaconate or religious life?
